Furthermore, the paper highlights how the Miaoli Incident's
symbolism transcends its immediate historical circumstances, contributing to
the broader discourse on anti-colonial resistance and cultural preservation in
colonial contexts. Through this lens, the study offers insights into the dynamic
interplay between local resistance movements and the construction of national

identity under colonial rule.
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
